American Studies.

* Sponsors an annual conference, in conjunc-
tion with the American Historical Association,
which serves as a forum for research in the
field of ethnic studies.

 Confers the annual Haiman Award for sus-
tained scholarly effort in the field of Polish
American Studies.

« Awards the annual Halecki Prize for the best
book on a Polish American topic.

+ Awards the annual Swastek Prize for the best
article appearing in Polish American Studies.

* Encourages and subsidizes publications and
research.

* Maintains a liaison with scholars in Poland.

* Encourages and aids local Polish American
programs.
